
INFORMATION CLAUSE FOR USERS OF THE FACEBOOK FAN PAGE


Pursuant to Art. 13 section 1 and section 2 of the general Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (GDPR),
please be informed that:

2. The Administrator has appointed a Data Protection Officer, who can be contacted by phone: +48601822371, by e-mail: iod@filharmoniasudecka.pl or at the Philharmonic’s headquarters.
3. Your data is processed for the purposes of communication and publicity within the Administrator’s fan page available at https://www.facebook.com/FilharmoniaSudecka/, in particular responses to reactions, comments and private messages, as well as for statistical and advertising purposes carried out using tools provided by the Facebook application.
4. [bookmark: _Hlk21695158]Processing is carried out on the basis of the legitimate interest of the Administrator, which is to ensure the continuity of business communication, marketing of own products and taking care of the brand image.
5. The recipients of your personal data may only be entities that are entitled to receive them under the law. In addition, your data is shared with Meta Platforms Ireland Limited (detailed information below).
6. Your personal data is stored until you object to your data processing or the purposes of processing cease. 
7. You have the right to request access to your personal data, as well as amend (correct) them. You also have the right to request deletion or restriction of processing, as well as to object to processing, but only if further processing is not necessary for the Administrator to fulfil a legal obligation and there are no other overriding legal grounds for processing.
8. You have the right to lodge a complaint about the processing of your data by the Administrator to the President of the Personal Data Protection Office (uodo.gov.pl).
9. Providing data is voluntary and takes place by using the Administrator’s fan page.

Information about co-administration of data with Meta Platforms Ireland Limited
1.	The Administrator and Meta Platforms Ireland Limited (4 Grand Canal Square, Grand Canal Harbour, Dublin 2 Ireland) are joint controllers of your data in accordance with Article 26 of the GDPR in the field of data processing for statistical and advertising purposes.
2.	Co-administration includes collective data analysis in order to display activity statistics of users of the Administrator's fan page.
3.	Scope of responsibility of Meta Platforms Ireland for the processing of your data for the indicated purposes:
•	having a legal basis for data processing for the purposes of website statistics;
•	ensuring the implementation of the rights of data subjects;
•	reporting violations to the supervisory authority and notifying persons affected by the violation about such instances;
•     ensuring appropriate technical and organizational measures to ensure the security of your data.
4.	Scope of the Administrator’s responsibility for the processing of your data:
•     having a legal basis for data processing for statistical purposes;
•     fulfilment of information obligations in the scope of processing purposes pursued by the Administrator
5.	Meta Platforms Ireland will make the substantive content of the Page Statistics Annex available to data subjects (Article 26(2) of the GDPR) via the data contained in the Page Statistics Information, which can be accessed from all pages.
6.	The principal supervisory authority for joint data processing is the Irish Data Protection Commission (notwithstanding Article 55(2) of the GDPR, where applicable).
